Thank you for requesting a Clapham Park Project Community Chest Pack.

What is the Clapham Park Project (CPP) Community Chest?

Community Chest provides funding of up to £1000 for projects and ideas that improve services for residents living in the Clapham Park neighbourhood.  The grant is available both for groups or individuals.
Grants can only be awarded to groups that demonstrate that at least 50% of beneficiaries from their proposed project or activity will be residents from the Clapham Park area.  Groups do not however need to be based in the Clapham Park area.  Enclosed in this pack is a map of the Clapham Park neighbourhood.  

How to apply for Community Chest funding?

· complete the simple application form included in this pack – guidance notes are provided to help you with your application. 

· additional support will be made available where required. 
· please contact the Clapham Park team on 020 8678 5931.
Please take the time to read this information pack carefully. It gives information about who can apply for CPP Community Chest funding, the kinds of projects and activities that are likely to be funded and what happens after we receive your application.

We look forward to receiving your application.

The aims of CPP Community Chest funding are to:

· provide an easily accessible source of funding to support local groups, including emerging groups, to develop their ideas, talent and potential;
· support activities that aim to be open and accessible to everyone who wishes to take part;
· support local projects that strive to provide activities and opportunities for the community of Clapham Park.
CPP Community Chest can fund a wide range of projects and activities

Any type of activity or project will be considered, all we ask is for applicants to tell us why they feel there is a need for the projects/activities and what percentage of project beneficiaries will come from the Clapham Park neighbourhood. (See Appendix – map of area).
Who can apply?

Any community or voluntary group that works on a ‘not for profit’ basis and wants to provide services to residents in the Clapham Park area.

Even if you are not an established community organisation (e.g. you might just be a few individuals who have got together and want to do something in the local area) you can still apply to the Community Chest.  You will need a sponsor organisation i.e. an organisation that is well established, has a written constitution and a bank account that we can pay your grant money into.  If you cannot find a sponsor organisation to support your application, please call us at the office and we should be able to help you.

How much funding is available?

Applicants may receive funding of up to a maximum of £1000, depending upon the type of expenditure proposed. 

Applicants can submit more than one application but are limited to receiving up to £1000 in any one financial year (e.g. 01 April – 31 March).

There is no requirement for match funding but if you have attracted other funding, please let us know. 
How do we apply?

You can apply using an electronic form which you can download from our website (www.claphampark.org.uk).  Alternatively, we can send you an electronic or paper from directly if you request one by emailing pjoseph@claphampark.org.uk. 
What types of activities can CPP Community Chest not fund?

There are some activities that the Community Chest will not be able to pay for.  Examples of these include: - 

· on-going revenue costs which do not relate directly to the project proposal;
· hardship and welfare grants;

· political activities or lobbying;

· religious organisations where the money will be used to promote a religious faith.  However, religious organisations may apply, if the grant does not directly promote religion;

· mainstream schooling;

· items that have already been purchased or work which is already completed;

· activities that are the responsibility of statutory organisations, e.g. social care.
What happens once we receive your application form?
1. The designated CPP officer will assess your application in the first instance and may contact you for additional information.

2. Applications will be considered by a panel of CPP trustees who will decide which projects to fund.  Our trustees are local residents who have a good understanding of local needs.  Their decision will be final and not subject to appeal.
3. The Panel go through each application in detail; they may ask for additional information before they are able to make a decision or may agree to funding a project with certain conditions. 

4. If the Panel decide not to fund an application, they will give reasons for   doing so.  

5. We will aim to give a decision within 4 weeks of receiving your application.

What criteria do the Community Chest panel use to make their decision? 

The Panel will make a decision on applications based on the criteria below: - 
	Criteria
	Priority

	Has the group received prior funding from CCP?


	Priority will be given to groups that have not yet received any funding from CPP.



	Is this an emerging (e.g. newly set up) or established organisation?


	Priority will be given to emerging organisations.



	What is the degree of community benefit in proportion to the amount of funding requested?


	Priority will be given to activities that benefit a high percentage (over 50%) of residents in the Clapham Park area.

	Does the activity represent value for money?


	Priority will be given to those activities that represent value for money.  If equipment is to be purchased, Panel would expect to see competitive quotes.



	Is there a realistic timetable for the delivery of the project or activity?


	Priority will be given to projects that have planned their activities carefully and realistically.



	Will the project achieve its targets?


	Priority will be given to projects that are able to clearly demonstrate how they are going to achieve their targets.




ADDITIONAL INFORMATION   
After a review of the criteria when applying for the Community Chest you can now do the following. You can apply for a grant of up to £1000, but we at Clapham Park Project have had to revise the Terms and Conditions for receiving the grant. In this climate of the cost of living crisis, If you are successful with you’re application you will need to strictly adhere to the following.

· The grant will normally be paid in two instalments of £500, this gives the Community Development Officer the opportunity to observe that the project Is viable and sustainable, and Is of direct benefit to the local community In Clapham Park. If In his/her opinion this Is the case, then the balance of the grant will be payable, to continue with the sustainability of the project. 

· All receipts of Items purchased stipulated In the budget must be produced as evidence, within the first two weeks of the project, this must be done otherwise It could Impact upon your receiving the balance of the grant for the project.    
· Please make sure before you complete your application, you meet the essential criteria, stipulated In the guidance notes and the section that deals with any questions you may have.

· For several years Clapham Park Project has funded over 60 projects, and we are committed to the continuation of the funding programme, that Is of direct benefit to local residents, who continue to demonstrate their passion and commitment to develop community projects and activities.      
· Each applicant If successful, must produce a brief report on the positive outcomes, and how the project has benefited local residents, within a period of six months. Please include photos of your work, along with you’re
narrative.           
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
